
       GRAND NATIONAL SWEEPSTAKE 2026 
  
North & Midlands Racing Club will be repeating its Grand National sweepstake for 2026. This year the draw 
will be restricted to FULL MEMBERS plus other family members registered at the same address. 
 
Andy White will now run the sweepstake with Mark Banks also helping to run the ‘draw’ 
 
Andy has decided to revert the entry fee to £5 per entry and all entrants will be drawn a horse* and be 
notified accordingly - via e mail or text. If more than 34 tickets are sold then some horses will have a 
second ticket allocated – where this is the case any prizes won will be shared between all ticket holders for 
the horse concerned. * Race card numbers are allocated in the draw. If anyone is unlucky enough to be 
allocated a race card number of a horse that does not start on the Saturday, the entrant(s) affected will be 
given a full refund. 
 
The prize fund has been over £250 in recent years and be allocated as follows: 
 
1st place – 50%   2nd place – 25%   3rd place – 15%   4th place – 10% 
 
In the unlikely event that less than 34 tickets are sold and one of the first four places has no ticket 
allocated, then the next placed horse will be used for the prize(s) affected. 
 

There will be three ways to enter as below – please remember to supply your NMRC membership number: 

Please send to NMRC at 29 Ashdale 
Road, Helmsley, York, YO62 5DE  together with cheque payable to North & Midlands Racing Club 
for the number of entries required. Please include name/address/email/phone details. 

2. Online entries can be made until 2pm on Thursday April 9th also, with direct bank payments 
accepted (contact Andy White at nmrcsatnap@outlook.com  for bank details to remit to). 

3. By using ‘E-Vouchers’ allocated to FULL MEMBERS in 2026. Please e mail 
nmrcsatnap@outlook.com to enter this way. 

HOW THE DRAW IS MADE 
  

1. The draw will be made ‘online’ using a random number generator (and at least two people present) 
by 8pm on Friday 10th April. 

2. All ticket holders will then be advised of the race card number drawn for their horse(s).
